How to Become a Certified Poultry Testing Agent in Kansas
1. Potential testers must be 18 years of age or older.

2. You must view an instructional presentation and complete a written exam.  This can be done at no charge via the internet.  To receive a copy of the presentation on a DVD, please send us the completed “Tester Information Sheet” along with $5.00 to cover the cost of materials and shipping.
3. Once you view the instructional presentation, complete the exam. Email or mail us the completed exam. Be sure your name and address is on the exam! 

4. When we receive your completed exam we will grade it. We will notify you of your results (pass or fail). If you pass the exam we will submit your name to the Kansas Animal Health Department (KAHD).  
5. The KAHD will send you the program information and an invoice for $20. The cost of the program will be $20 ANNUALLY, paid to KAHD. As long as you pay this annual fee, you will not have to go through the exam process again. 

6. The program is fully administered by the KAHD.

7. Testing supplies and tools may be obtained from poultry equipment and hatchery supply sources. K-State DOES NOT handle testing supplies.
