Selection
criteria: demonstrated interest in the meat science field, meat science and leadership activities, a
personal interview, grade point average, and financial need.

Finalists will be notified by email
with the interview time and interviews will last approximately 10 minutes.

RECIPIENT REQUIREMENTS:

Must be enrolled at KSU the semesters scholarship is awarded. One-half of the award will be distributed
during Spring semester, and the second half of the award will be distributed during Fall semester. The
award recipient will be invited to attend the annual KMPA banquet at the DoubleTree by Hilton in
Manhattan on May 2, 2026, to receive the scholarship.
